BREHON LAWS

(continued from last issue)

LAND AND PROPERTY OWNERSHIP

When it comes to land ownership and property ownership (i.e. cattle, pigs, grain, there is much written). Too much for our little Leprechaun. We highly recommend www.from-ireland.net under Brehon Laws to read more on this fascinating subject. So here is the short version.

For the most part land was owned by the Chief and divided out among the tenants. There were Saer tenants (tenants that owned property) cows, etc. The Saer in Gaelic meant free tenant. Those Saer tenants took limited stock from the Chief, retaining his tribal rights.

The Dar tenant, who took stock from the Chief, became liable for heavy, but still carefully defined duties. Payment was usually for seven years. If the Chief died within the seven years, the Dar tenant became entitled to the stock deposited with him. If, on the other hand, the Dar tenant died within the seven years, his heirs were partly relieved from the obligation.

VISITATION RIGHTS 
(lodging, food, and entertainment)

A Dar tenant gave war service. He also gave visitation rights to the Chief and all accompanying him. Sometimes visitation to soldiers was in lieu of pay, as well.

The Chief had his own list of travelers that could claim visitation rights. Namely Kings, Bishops, and some Professional men, providing they had the proper number of attendants with them.

DESCENT OF LAND

1. As privately owned property, it naturally descended to his heirs.

2. He could while living, divide his land among his heirs. Those who inherited property also inherited the liabilities.

3. By gavel-land: When a tenant who held part of the tribe-land died, his farm did not go to his children. Instead, all of the land belonging to the tribe was divided (gaveled) and redistributed among all of the male adults, including the dead mans adult sons. This law, prevented tenants from making permanent improvements. 

WOMEN IN ANCIENT  IRELAND

Women stood emancipated from the remotest time. Women in ancient times were eligible for professions and for rank and fame. They were druidessess, poets, physicians, sages, lawyers. Brigid Brethra or Bridget of the Judgments was responsible for granting the right to women to inherit land from their fathers in the absence of a son.

After marriage, the woman was a partner, not the property of the husband. She retained ownership of any property that was hers before the marriage. Property, jointly owned, could not be sold without her consent. In the case of legal separation, for good cause, the wife took with her all her marriage portion, plus gifts. An amount over that was taken for damages.

The sense of justice and fair play expressed by the Brehon Laws is, and always has been, a source of pride to the Irish as well as a strong part of their heritage. Taken from the writings of Loretta Wilson and originally printed in 1989.

TIPS & CLIPS
